November: Zachary Formwalt's In Place of Capital (2009), which examines the Royal Exchange building in London (built in 1884) as a way to illustrate the challenges and complexities of representing something as immaterial and abstract as economic movements.

December: Short video highlights from the Wexner Center’s Ohio Shorts 2010 Youth Division to coincide with the ZOOM Family Film Festival.
