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CHAOS HITTING SHADE, TWO PAINTINGS BY ARTIST HERB CREECY, ON VIEW IN WEXNER CENTER CAFÉ 

A new project fresh from the studio of painter Herb Creecy is now on view in the Wexner Center Café. Chaos Hitting Shade includes two enormous paintings—The Backside of Chaos #4 and Dark Tones on White—created by Creecy’s unique two-step painting process. Working with house paint and forced air, Creecy generates patterns that produce hypnotic visual effects. The paintings can be viewed in the Wexner Center Café during regular building hours through
February 23. Admission is free.

This is the first in an occasional series of works to be displayed in the Wexner Center Café. Next up is Andy Warhol’s Screen Tests.
Creecy, a native of Barnesville, Georgia now based in Madrid, exhibited last spring in the first Georgia Triennial exhibition, which featured 30 artists from across that state. 
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
